At the end of each unit of instruction, I will also give a unit test.  Your child's grade in reading is an overall average of these test grades.
In Language Arts, grades come from spelling tests, grammar tests, and other writing assignments I may give your child credit for in the classroom. Your child's grade in reading is an overall average of these test grades.
In grades 1-3, promotion is dependent upon 70% mastery of the grade level objectives in reading, language, and mathematics.
