ATTENDANCE

Please refer to the Jackson County Student/Parent Information Guide.
SCHOOL TIMES
School starts at 7:35 AM. If your child arrives to school after 7:35AM, they will be marked tardy. Due to the Drop Off Policy, after the first day of school parents will not be allowed to walk their child to their classroom without signing in at the office or elementary side door to get a visitor pass. School staff members will be at the entrance of the elementary hallway to unload students and show them to their classrooms.
School ends at 2:35 PM. Car riders will begin at 2:30 PM and buses will leave campus at 2:40 PM.
BREAKFAST AND LUNCH
Breakfast and lunch are provided free this year through a grant Woodville High School received.  

Kindergarten will go to breakfast as a class. They are not required to eat in the lunchroom, but everyone must go with the class. We will leave for breakfast at 7:35. If your child arrives late, you must sign them in and bring them to the lunchroom. 

Everyone will have the opportunity to apply for Free or Reduced Lunch. 
Visitors are welcome to come and eat breakfast or lunch with us anytime. However, I do ask that you give the children some time to adjust to their new routine. Visitors are welcome starting in September. If you are going to come have lunch with us, check in at the office and wait for us there.
PEANUT FREE SCHOOL
Woodville School is a Peanut Free School. Please make sure you check all labels before sending items with your child. Make sure that it does not contain peanuts NOR is cross-contaminated with peanuts.
SNACK
For snack, students will bring their own snack from home. Make sure that the snacks do not contain peanuts and are not cross-contaminated with peanut products. 
TRANSPORTATION

Written notification is required if transportation changes are needed for your child from school. Otherwise your child will be sent home by their regular routine.  It is very important that your child knows where they are to go in the afternoon and how they will get there.  Any changes in their schedule should be discussed with your child before they come to school.  
GRADING POLICY FOR ALL SUBJECTS

Kindergarten will receive a progress report at the 4 ½ week period of each grading period. They will receive a report card every nine weeks.
GRADED PAPERS

Students’ daily work will be in folder daily, please look for notes on areas for improvement.. I will send weekly reading reports and spelling tests the third nine weeks. 
BINDER
Your child’s binder is an important communication tool between students, parents, and teachers. Please take the time to check your child’s binder nightly for homework and any information sent home to parents. Please check with your child before removing any items from the folder. It is their responsibility to keep the binder organized and up to date. Your child is responsible for delivering any notes or papers being returned to school. 
In the front left side of the binder is what will need your attention and need to be sent back to school. 
The money pouch will have your child’s lunch number on it. If you are sending money with your child please put it in their money pouch in a sealed envelope/baggie labeled with what the money is for and your child’s name. If it is lunch money, also include your child’s lunch number on the outside of the envelope/baggie.
The Binder also will include Behavior calendar, Daily Schedule, Monthly Newsletter, Popsicle Words, and Breakfast and Lunch Menus. 
In the back slot of the binder will be items that need to be kept at home. 
RULES AND DISCIPLINE

1. Listen when someone is talking.

2. Follow directions the first time they are given. 

3. Treat everyone with kindness and respect. 

4. Take care of our school and classroom. 

5. Work and play safely and quietly. 

Discipline 
The following is my behavior plan for the classroom. Students will have the opportunity to move up the chart when they exhibit positive behavior and down the chart for negative behavior. Each day your child will have the color that corresponds with their behavior marked. Please initial behavior chart nightly.
Pink- Outstanding and helpful
Green- All students start here. Move up with good behavior and down with negative. Good Day!
Yellow- SLOW DOWN! Broke some class rules such as playing in hall or class, but not too bad
Orange-made bad decisions, missed fun time (5/10 mins PE, silent lunch, sentences) Teacher’s choice
Red - Sent to office/Note or call to parents.
